• As access to our WAH activities becomes more complex, we 
are seeing an increase in employees elevating themselves 
above guardrails to access their work. 

• Whether we are working near an MEWP guardrail, a scaffold 
guardrail, or leading edge guardrails- we cannot elevate 
ourselves above that guardrail without additional fall 
protection measures. 

• It is NEVER permitted to stand on the toe board, mid-rail, or 
top rail of any guardrail system as it is not an appropriate 
standing surface for work to take place. 

• If a person has appropriate additional fall protection means, 
an approved plan, and an appropriate work surface- we can 
assess if elevating ourselves above the guardrail can be 
done safely.
